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The Tape Measure Holder is ideal for measuring blinds,
shades and draperies.

IMPORTANT
Follow and save these important guidelines to ensure

peek performance to the Tape Measure Holder. Caution:
Do not use on any window that is cracked or broken.

INSTRUCTIONS
1)  The Tape Measure Holder is for glass or non-porous,
smooth surfaces only. Since some windows are dirty, it
is recommended that the Suction Cup be wiped clean
before every use. Simply wiping the Cup with the palm
of your hand will su�ciently clean the cup of any dirt
that has accumulated after use. This will ensure a secure
hold. Place the Tape Measure Holder in the desired
location on the window and then press the Suction Cup
Center towards the glass. See Fig 1. Raise the Suction
Cup Lock up to the locked position. For extra holding
power, moisten the contact surface of the Suction Cup.
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Do not leave this  tool  attached to the window unattended for extended periods of  t ime.
2)  Insert your tape measure between Clamp Arm and the Clamp. Lock Clamp. See Fig 2. Do not leave the clamp in a locked
position when not in use.
3)  When releasing the clamp from its locked position during use, place 2 �ngers on the red handle of the clamp and your
thumb on the square post. This will reduce strain on the clamp arm that is created from releasing the Clamp.
4)  After taking your measurements, release the tape measure, lower the Suction Cup Lock, pull up on the Suction Cup
Release Tab, this will release the cup from the window. Clean window where the Suction Cup was attached. The Tape
Measure Holder also comes with a useful beltloop ring so it’s always handy.
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
